Bill and | will discuss
where the plants are found, what type of
growing conditions suit their growth,
what the plants are used for, etc. In the
same area are found other interesting
plants, and those of you interested in
learning more about them can join our
meandering bunch. If Boojums are your
primary reason for your trip you can set
up a picnic under seaside palapas set
along the shore north toward Puerto
Libertad.

Our plans include lunch at a restaurant we
can carpool as much as practical — and
sharing in town, however you can eat lunch at
the palapas if you wish, but either way, you
will definitely need to carry extra water,
perhaps other drinks and good snacks with
you. Hats and sunscreen must be part of your
kit. And be certain you have a tank full of fuel
before leaving. We’ll meet at the Club at 8:30
and hopefully is more fun anyway. Return can
be by mid afternoon, or you can linger longer
if you wish. BUT, due to one washout and
possible livestock on the road, we should all
plan to return well before dark. Except for
some potholes created by heavy produce
trucks the first fifteen or so kilometers, and
the one washout, the road is one of the best of
the side roads and safely driven.

If you cannot join the group and wish to see
a Boojum, one grows just north of Mar de
Cortez near the tall transmission towers,
between wood power poles 71 and 72. Just
above a FOR SALE sign, you will see a
twelve foot upside-down carrot which was
planted there many years ago. It possesses
none of the curious growing characteristics of
older plants which you will marvel at in the
Puerto Libertad stand, but it is there to see
any time on your trips in or out of Kino Viejo.

Mid January to mid February

Due to the NW winds blowing so frequently during
the previous reporting period, our fishing folks were
starving to get in the water.

Jan. 21—24 boats headed out to the various fishing
areas. The catch was varied: Jayhawker, Fishfinder,
Haybailer and Seadog all reported that fishing was
slow in the San Esteban and Turner areas.

They all caught bottom fish and Fishfinder brought
home a 40 Ib. squid. The Marylou boat reported that
14 mile was excellent.

Redrover fished the San Pedro area and reported that
Yellowtail fishing was excellent, having both double
and triple hookups.

Jan. 23—Jayhawker had a good day near San
Esteban catching 2 Yellowtail, 2 Sheepshead and a
Grouper. Gatorbait went to Willard Point for slow
fishing.

Jan. 24 - The Sea Senor boat hit a large Finback
whale at 30 miles per hour about 19 miles out re-
turning from San Pedro. The 3 men on board were
fortunate not to have been injured and that the dam-
age was only to the boat. (Only the 2nd incident of
hitting a whale in the past 25 years that | am aware
of.) Before hitting the whale they landed a 28 Ib.
Yellowtail while bottom fishing.

Jan. 26 - The Jayhawker boat had caught an 18 Ib.
Yellowtail near San Pedro when Lynette (first mate)
told the captain that she was hooked on the bottom.
The captain was trying to get the hook free when he
felt a fish making a run. He handed the rod back to
his first mate. She fought the fish for about 15 min-
utes and tried to give the rod to someone else, but no
one would take it. She landed a 28 Ib. Amberjack.

Feb. 17 - The Hillbilly yacht brought home two
30+ Ib. Groupers and their limit of Yellowtail from
San Pedro. On the same day, Dick Anderson fishing
off the Jayhawker boat caught a 15 1/2 Ib. Pacific
Red Snapper, also called a Mexican Pargo, near San
Pedro. (This is a beautiful, totally red fish and not a
frequent catch in this area.)

Did you Know? Red Snappers seem to be
everywhere. However the true Red Snapper lives
only in the Gulf of Mexico. Those Red Snappers on
the menus coast to coast are more likely a different
member of the West coast Rockfish family like the
Vermillion, Speckled, Olive, Yelloweye and
Rougheye Rockfish. The Mexican Pargo is also an
impersonator. There is only a slight difference
between a Pacific Red Snapper and a Colorado
Pargo and that is that the Pargo has a thin blue line
under the eyes.
